NARRATIVE.

THE PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT IS LOCATED AT 7464 SUITLAND ROAD, SUITLAND, MARYLAND 20746. THE PROPERTY IS LOCATED ON THE
NORTH SIDE OF THE INTERSECTION OF SUITLAND ROAD AND ARNOLD ROAD, AND TO THE NORTHWEST OF THE INTERSECTION OF ARNOLD
ROAD AND WHITEHALL STREET IN PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY, MARYLAND. THE PROPERTY FRONTS SUITLAND ROAD TO THE SOUTHWEST,
ARNOLD ROAD TO THE SOUTH, AND WHITEHALL STREET TO THE EAST.

THE 20.10—ACRE SITE IS CURRENTLY VACANT, UNDEVELOPED, AND COVERED WITH WOODS AND GRASS. THE SUBJECT PROPERTY IS
LARGELY PERVIOUS CONTAINING LESS THAN 1-ACRE OF IMPERVIOUS AREA ONSITE. THUS, THIS PROJECT IS CLASSIFIED AS NEW
DEVELOPMENT PER SECTION 5.5 OF THE MDE MANUAL. THE SITE IS BISECTED BY AN EXISTING TRIBUTARY THAT FLOWS FROM THE
SOUTHERN AND EASTERN EDGE OF THE PROPERTY AND EXITS THE SITE AT THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF THE PROPERTY. THE SITE
PRIMARILY DRAINS FROM THE SOUTH (ELEVATION 290) AND EAST (ELEVATION 296) TO THE NORTHWEST (ELEVATION 235) INTO A
TRIBUTARY OF OXON CREEK. THERE IS A SINGLE POINT OF INTEREST (POI—1) FOR THE SUBJECT PROPERTY AS DEPICTED ON THE
PRE-DEVELOPMENT DRAINAGE AREA MAP ON THE SITE DEVELOPMENT FINE GRADING PLAN (15238—-2023—-SDFG).

ONSITE DRAINAGE AREAS ARE PRIMARILY GRASS AND WOODS, BUT DO INCLUDE SOME IMPERVIOUS COVER FROM THE ADJACENT ROADWAYS
(SUITLAND ROAD, ARNOLD ROAD, AND WHITEHALL STREET) THAT SHEET FLOW ONTO THE SITE AND DO NOT IMMEDIATELY ENTER THE
EXISTING TRIBUTARY THAT BISECTS THE SITE. THE ADJACENT ROADWAYS ARE OPEN—SECTION CROWNED ROADWAYS, EXCEPT FOR A PORTION

DEBRIS PILES AS WELL AS GRAVEL ENTRANCES ARE LOCATED ON MINIMAL PORTIONS OF THE SITE. ONSITE RUNOFF DRAINS OVERLAND
THROUGH EXISTING VEGETATION FROM THE PERIMETER OF THE PROPERTY TOWARDS THE EXISTING TRIBUTARIES LOCATED IN THE CENTER
OF THE SITE.

THE SITE DRAINS TO THE OXON CREEK, A USE—1 TRIBUTARY, PART OF THE MIDDLE POTOMAC RIVER WATERSHED (02140204), WHICH
CURRENTLY HAS AN ESTABLISHED TOTAL MAXIMUM DAILY LOAD (TMDL) FOR NON-TIDAL POLYCHLORINATED BIPHENYL (PCB), NITROGEN,
PHOSPHORUS, AND TOTAL SUSPENDED SOLIDS (TSS). THE SITE IS NOT LOCATED WITHIN THE LIMITS OF A TIER Il WATER BODY. THE
SUBJECT SITE IS NOT LOCATED WITHIN THE CHESAPEAKE BAY CRITICAL AREA, AND THE SITE IS NOT LOCATED WITHIN A MAPPED
FLOODPLAIN PER FEDERAL EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY (FEMA) FLOOD INSURANCE RATE MAP (FIRM) NO. 24033C0235 E, EFFECTIVE
SEPTEMBER 16, 2016. HOWEVER, THE PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF THE ENVIRONMENT HAS DETERMINED THAT A
FLOODPLAIN EXISTS ON THE SUBJECT PROPERTY, AND THE PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF PERMITTING, INSPECTIONS AND

ENFORCEMENT (DPIE) APPROVED THE FLOODPLAIN DELINEATION (FPS202203) ON APRIL 11, 2022. WETLANDS ARE LOCATED PRIMARILY
NEAR THE SOUTHERN BANKS OF THE EXISTING ONSITE TRIBUTARY.

THE SITE CONTAINS HIGHLY ERODIBLE SOILS, CROOM—MARR COMPLEX (CwE), AND STEEP SLOPES GREATER THAN 15%. STEEP SLOPES
PRIMARILY EXIST WITHIN THE BOUNDS OF THE PRIMARY MANAGEMENT AREA (PMA) AND ALONG THE BANKS OF THE ONSITE TRIBUTARIES.

STEEP SLOPES CONTINUE BEYOND THE PMA IN SOME INSTANCES, BUT TYPICALLY DO NOT EXTEND MORE THAN 100" BEYOND THE LIMITS
OF THE PMA.

THE PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT WILL INCLUDE UP TO 135 TOWNHOUSES, SITE AMENITIES, ASSOCIATED PARKING, AND DRIVES. DUE TO
ENVIRONMENTAL CONSTRAINTS CREATED BY THE EXISTING TRIBUTARY DIVIDING THE PROPERTY, THE PROPOSED TOWNHOUSE DEVELOPMENT
WILL BE BROKEN INTO THREE SEPARATE SECTIONS WITH SEPARATE ENTRANCES LOCATED ON SUITLAND ROAD, ARNOLD ROAD, AND
WHITEHALL STREET. THE WEST SECTION INCLUDES ONE SUBMERGED GRAVEL WETLAND (SGW—W1) AND THREE MICRO—BIORETENTION
FACILITIES (MBR-W1, MBR-W2, MBR—W3) AND FRONTS SUITLAND ROAD. THE SOUTH SECTION INCLUDES TWO MICRO—BIORETENTION
FACILITIES (MBR-S1 AND MBR—S2) AND FRONTS ARNOLD ROAD. THE NORTH SECTION INCLUDES ONE SUBMERGED GRAVEL WETLAND
(SGW—N1) AND FRONTS WHITEHALL STREET. PHASE 1 CONSTRUCTION CAN OCCUR INDEPENDENTLY OR CONCURRENTLY WITH ANY OTHER
DEVELOPMENT SECTION. PHASE 2 CONSTRUCTION OF THE SOUTH SECTION WILL REQUIRE EITHER THE WEST OR THE NORTH SECTION TO
BE CONSTRUCTED FIRST; AS IT REQUIRES THE QUANTITY STORAGE PROVIDED BY ONE OF THE TWO SUBMERGED GRAVEL WETLANDS
LOCATED IN THE NORTH OR WEST SECTION. EACH SECTION CAN FUNCTION INDEPENDENTLY TO MFET ESDV REQUIREMENTS ASSOCIATED
WITH THE IMPERVIOUS PROPOSED IN EACH INDIVIDUAL SECTION. SIMILAR TO EXISTING CONDITIONS, THE PROPOSED SITE WILL HAVE ONE
POINT OF INTEREST (POI—1) LOCATED AT THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF THE PROPERTY WHERE THE EXISTING ONSITE TRIBUTARY LEAVES
THE SITE.

IN THE WESTERN PORTION OF THE SITE FRONTING SUITLAND ROAD. THE SITE HAS BFEN DESIGNED TO PROVIDE SUFFICIENT STORAGE
VOLUME FOR THE 10-YEAR AND 100-YEAR STORM TO RETURN POI—1 TO PRE-DEVELOPMENT CONDITIONS. DUE TO THE STORAGE
PROVIDED AND THE RESULTING PEAK FLOW REDUCTION ANTICIPATED, NO ADDITIONAL DOWNSTREAM ANALYSIS IS PROVIDED. ENVIRONMENTAL
SITE DESIGN (ESD) TECHNIQUES ARE PROVIDED TO THE MAXIMUM EXTENT PRACTICABLE. AS STATED, STORMWATER FROM POI-1 IS SAFELY

EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL FOR THE PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT IS BEING COORDINATED WITH THE PRINCE GEORGE'S SOIL
CONSERVATION DISTRICT (PGSCD). LIKEWISE, ONSITE AND OFFSITE SEDIMENT CONTROL DEVICES WILL BE REDUNDANT, UTILIZED AS
NECESSARY, AND AS REQUIRED BY THE PRINCE GEORGE'S SOIL CONSERVATION DISTRICT TO CAPTURE SEDIMENT—LADEN WATER AND
PREVENT SURFACE RUNOFF FROM DISCHARGING ONTO ADJACENT PROPERTIES AND TRIBUTARIES. PROPOSED EROSION AND SEDIMENT
CONTROL MEASURES ARE TO BE INSPECTED DAILY FOR DEFICIENCIES AND ANY REQUIRED MAINTENANCE SHALL BE PERFORMED
IMMEDIATELY. ALL DEFICIENCIES SHALL BE NOTED, AND THE CONTROL SHALL BE RETURNED TO A FUNCTIONAL STATE AS SOON AS

AND WASH RACKS WILL BE PROVIDED TO REMOVE DEBRIS FROM TRAFFIC ENTERING AND EXITING THE SITE. A TOTAL OF FIVE
CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCES WITH WASH RACKS WILL BE PROVIDED FOR THE DEVELOPMENT: TWO FOR THE NORTH SECTION, TWO FOR THE
WEST SECTION, AND ONE FOR THE SOUTH SECTION. THE TWO CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCES LOCATED ALONG SUITLAND ROAD ARE NOT
REQUIRED TO BE INSTALLED PRIOR TO COMMENCING THE WEST SECTION DEVELOPMENT. DEVELOPMENT WITHIN MARYLAND STATE HIGHWAY
ADMINISTRATION (MD SHA) RIGHT—OF -WAY IS PREDICATED ON APPROVAL OF ACCESS MANAGEMENT PLAN (AMP#23APPG025XX). HOWEVER,
WHEN PROVIDED WITH APPROVED SSC127-23 PER EMAIL DATED 06/21/2024, MD SHA INDICATED AGREEMENT WITH THE TWO STABILIZED
CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCE LOCATIONS DEPICTED IN THE MD SHA RIGHT—OF —WAY (AS ALSO SHOWN ON FSC127-23). SECONDARY ACCESS
TO THE WEST SECTION IS PROVIDED VIA SOUTH SECTION CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCE ALONG ARNOLD ROAD. THE CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCE
FOR THE SOUTH SECTION WILL BE RELOCATED PRIOR TO COMMENCING PHASE Il WORK. ADDITIONALLY, PHASE | WORK WILL INCLUDE THE
INSTALLATION OF PERIMETER CONTROLS SUCH AS SUPER SILT FENCE, SILT FENCE, AND EARTH DIKES TO DETER CLEAN WATER FROM
ENTERING THE SITE AND TO PREVENT SEDIMENT LADEN RUNOFF FROM EXITING THE SITE. CONTROLS AT EACH INLET ADJACENT TO THE
SITE ARE PROPOSED AS REDUNDANT MEASURES TO ENSURE THAT THE EXISTING STORM DRAIN SYSTEMS DO NOT BECOME CLOGGED AND
REMAIN FULLY FUNCTIONAL FOR THE DURATION OF THE PROJECT. AFTER INITIAL PERIMETER CONTROLS ARE ESTABLISHED, CLEARING AND
GRADING AS NECESSARY IS PROPOSED TO INSTALL SEDIMENT BASINS SB—N1 (NORTH SECTION) AND SB—W1 (WEST SECTION).

FOR THE NORTH SECTION, SEDIMENT BASIN SB—N1 IS PROPOSED TO CAPTURE SEDIMENT—LADEN RUNOFF PRODUCED DURING CLEARING
AND GRADING. LIKEWISE, FOR THE WEST SECTION, SEDIMENT BASIN SB—W1 IS PROPOSED TO CAPTURE SEDIMENT—LADEN RUNOFF
PRODUCED DURING CLEARING AND GRADING. THE AFOREMENTIONED SEDIMENT BASINS WILL SERVE AS QUANTITY STORAGE FOR STORMWATER
